Minutes of the July 17, 2010 Meeting

Tulsa, Oklahoma

The meeting was called to order at 2:03 pm by Vice President, Billy Woods. Roll call was made and seven clubs were represented so the Chair declared a quorum.  The clubs represented were from Ada, Enid, NW Arkansas, Stillwater, Oklahoma City, Tahlequah and Tulsa.

This will be the responsibility of the new President.

Virgil Richards had originally submitted a proposed revision to the By-Laws but after being informed that he had used an out of date By-Laws, he will resubmit a revised one in time to be studied for consideration at the 2011 meeting.

Virgil also reported on his efforts to revive the Exhibitors and Judges Seminar. He has arranged to have it at ORU the weekend of Spring Break in March. This assumes that he and the new President can generate enough interest.
There being no other immediate business, the Chair opened the floor for nominations for all three offices. Virgil read the list of duties of each officer. Leon Reeder, from Tulsa volunteered to be nominated for president. This was seconded by Ed Vermillion, from Ada. This action carried. Joe Bunch, from Tahlequah, volunteered to be nominated for Vice President. This was seconded by Virgil. This action carried. Dan Lingelbach, from Stillwater, volunteered to be nominated for Secretary/Treasurer. Who seconded was not identified. This action carried.
Virgil then reported on the new State Council Web site and encouraged everyone to utilize this to list their officers, activities and other club information. Just e-mail it to him and he will take care of it. He also welcomes any suggestion on what to include on the site. It is for the clubs of the State Council to utilize.
